Celebrating the 10th anniversary of the Art Museum RIGA BOURSE (Riga, Doma laukums 6), in collaboration with the world-famous Uffizi Gallery, the Italian art exhibition Self-Reflection. Tintoretto, Omar Galliani, Lorenzo Puglisi will be on view from 21 August to 21 November 2021. The centre of the exposition is the Portrait of a Man by the great Venetian Renaissance artist Tintoretto, which is to be seen in Riga for the first time ever. This exhibition is organized with the support of the Boris and Ināra Teterev Foundation, as well as the Embassy of the Italian Republic in Latvia.

Italian contemporary artists Omar Galliani and Lorenzo Puglisi introduce the audience to their large-scale compositions created especially for Riga exhibition. The themes and means of artistic expression are rooted in the traditions of Italian painting and drawing. The two artists have already arranged several joint exhibitions in Italy: at the Francesco Messina Museum in Milan (2018), in the church of Pio Monte della Misericordia in Naples (2017) and at the Sicilian Museum of Contemporary Art, Palazzo Riso, in Palermo (2016, RISO – Museo regionale d’Arte Moderna e Contemporanea di Palermo) – hence, the exhibition at the Art Museum RIGA BOURSE is considered to be a purposeful continuation of their creative cooperation.
Each author is represented by seven artworks, which create the dialogue about the vital basics of existence – the role and the mission of every human being in the world, the beautiful and the valuable, threats and fears, courage and love. Although the creative “manuscripts” of Galliani and Puglisi differ, they are united by a faith in discovering the artistic truth that was so strongly manifested by the great Italian Renaissance masters.
Self-reflection and the search for the essential clearly dominate in Omar Galliani’s drawings and paintings. It is reflected via the fragility and delicacy of the interaction of the plot elements, background, and details. In the artworks of Lorenzo Puglisi, the heritage of the Renaissance plays a special role – his self-reflection is rooted in paraphrases about the compositions of painters of the past. In his paintings on a monochrome, juicy black background with sharp, rich strokes, light-accentuated focus elements are highlighted faces, palms, silhouettes, costume folds. Both artists are joined by the view that the great teachers of the past are an inexhaustible source of inspiration, both in art and in the way an artist must serve his/her talent – just like the great Venetian Tintoretto (Jacopo Comin, 1518–1594) did in his time.
The exhibition Self-Reflection dedicated to Italian art of the past and present is a wonderful gift to Latvian spectators and guests of the country on the tenth anniversary of the Art Museum RIGA BOURSE.
The Art Museum RIGA BOURSE is a part of the Latvian National Museum of Art and is an architectural monument of national importance. It was built between 1852 and 1855 in the style of a Venetian Renaissance palazzo symbolising wealth and plenitude. Museum holds a remarkable collection of Italian art in Latvia where it is mostly associated with the significant period of this culture space – the Renaissance and its great masters, who drew inspiration and knowledge from Antiquity, the greatness of the Roman art giants, and who set the tone for the further development of visual art and architectural styles and trends to the present day.

The museum is closed on all public holidays: 1 January, Good Friday, Easter, Midsummer Eve and Day (23–24 June), Christmas (25–26 December), 31 December.

ADMISSION:

Reduced individual admission fee for groups of 10 or more people.

Free admission for the person in charge of the group.

Adults:
3,50 EUR

Schoolchildren, students, seniors:
2,00 EUR

Family ticket (1–2 adults with 1–4 children or family having many children): 5,00–7,00 EUR

Free admission for LNMA Annual ticket holders.

Free entry is also for: pre-school children; orphans or children not under parental care (valid status identification card required); children with a disability up to 18 years, 1st and 2nd group disabled persons (valid status identification card required) and one person accompanying either a child with a disability up to 18 years or a 1st or 2nd group disabled person; pupils of Latvian art schools or professional secondary art schools (valid status identification card required); full-time students of the Art Academy of Latvia (valid status identification card required); students attending institutions of professional secondary education or colleges who are studying or receiving training in visual or applied art, design, cultural history, museology, architecture, restoration as part of their studies or training (on submission of a written application to the museum director at least one day earlier); employees of Latvian museums (valid status identification card required); members of the International Council of Museums (ICOM, valid status membership card required); members of the Latvian Artists’ Union (valid status identification card required); Friend of the LNMA card holders; media representatives who are covering museum events (valid status identification card required); group (no less than 10 persons) leaders – guides or teachers; everyone on the international event Museum Night from 19.00; all visitors to the permanent display on the last Sunday of every month and on International Museum Day – 18th May.

HEALTH AND SAFETY MEASURES AT THE MUSEUM:

1. Please do not visit the museum, if you have symptoms of a respiratory infection, or if you must be in self-isolation, home quarantine or strict isolation. The museum has the right to prohibit the entry to the museum to persons with signs of respiratory infection and ask them to leave the museum.

2. LNMA museums are open only to individual visitors or members of one household.

3. Every museum visitor from the age of 7 must wear a face mask.

4. LNMA museums do not provide services to people who do not comply with epidemiological safety requirements, including the use of a face mask.

5. During the visit, a distance of 2 meters from other visitors and museum staff must be kept, information in visual instructions and audio announcements, as well as instructions from museum staff must be followed.
6. Please use contactless payment and bank cards or register on Mobilly mobile app and conveniently purchase tickets on your phone.

7. Each museum has set a maximum number of visitors who can be in the building at the same time, providing at least 10 m² of space per person.

8. If possible, a one-way flow of visitors is organized in the museum premises to ensure the distance of 2 meters.

9. Please take care of hand disinfection. Museums’ premises and surfaces are regularly cleaned and disinfected.
